Here is how to get there!  It is a fast easy five hour drive (310 miles).  I recommend leaving before rush hour for those who can leave work early.

Note: I have circled the important instructions with red circles on the maps.
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· Take the Skyway $2.50, Highway 90 East, also known as the Indiana Toll Road $.50
· Get off at the exit for Lake Station (I think that is exit 21) $.30
· Highway 94 East (towards Detroit)

· Get off at the exit for Highway 31 North towards Holland (I believe that is exit 34 in the state of Michigan).  Note: this is about forty-five minutes on Highway 94.  It is also Highway 196 until Holland.  We will be on Highway 31 for a good portion of the trip.

· Go through Holland and Grand Haven (Grand Haven is the last place for a long period of time to get gas and food.)

· As you approach Ludington, there will be a sign for Highway 31 North and Highway 10 East towards Traverse City.  Ludington is where Highway 31 turns from four-lane divided highway to a two-lane highway.  We will remain on Highway 31.  Follow signs for Highway 31 North.

· Exit and turn right to stay on Highway 10 East/31 North. 

· To stay on Highway 31 North, there will be a left turn about four miles down.

· Highway 31 will take you through a couple of small towns: Manistee, Bear Lake, Benzonia, and Beulah.  If you get to Honor, you have gone too far.  Manistee is a good place to get gas if you have less than half a tank.  Gas at Glen Lake is expensive.  Also, the police are very ticket happy ten miles before and ten miles after Manistee.  About one hour and fifteen minutes left.

· After you pass through Beulah you will go up and down a large hill.  It winds around a bit and on your left side you will see a “Party Store” and the Cherry Bowl Drive In Theater.  

· After the theater you will see a sign for “Indian Hill” or County Road 679 Take a left.  Note: the street sign says Marshall on the right and Indian Hill on the left.
· Shortly, you will come to a stop sign.  Continue straight.  (This is the intersection of “Deadstream and Indian Hill.”  Do not mind the tacky looking house to your left.  This road goes on for a while.

· The next stop sign is “Fowler or County Road 610 and Indian Hill,” take a right.  

· The nest stop sign is “Fowler and Valley or County Road 677,” take a left.  

· You will pass a grass airport on your left then a stop sign at “Valley and M-72.”  Continue straight.

· You will go up and down a series of hills.  (If I remember correctly, there are seven.)  Please watch your speed when you see a sign that says “hill.”  If you go too fast, you will take a swim in Glen Lake earlier than planned.  

· At the stop sign “Valley and Glenmere” take a left.  (You can only go left or right)

· Our house is about one half a mile down on the right hand side.  Our mailbox a black Rubbermaid mailbox and is marked with O’Glendon.  There is a speed limit sign of forty miles per hour, just past my driveway.  Our house is beige with red trim and a red garage door.  If you will be arriving after dark, I will leave a bright driveway light on (it is the brightest light on the road).  If you get to a large left curve in the highway, you have gone one half a mile too far.
